Welsh Government sets Transport Policy in
Wales on behalf of Welsh Ministers.
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TfW is accountable to the Department for
Transport for English services within the
Wales and Borders network.

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Transport for Wales group of companies is
wholly-owned by the Welsh Government
and acts as the delivery agent to discharge
functions regarding transport projects and to
provide expert transport services and advice.

TfW has overall responsibility for rail services
across Wales and its border regions but

we are also we are becoming increasingly
involved in bus and active travel schemes
across Wales. Our aim is to deliver a world-
class, fully integrated multi-modal transport
network.

In March 2020 ownership of the Core

Valley Lines infrastructure transferred

from Network Rail to Transport for Wales.
As part of the commitment to develop the
South Wales Metro. Amey are contracted to
undertake transformation and maintenance
of the Core Valley Lines. Amey are
contracted to the Welsh Ministers, and
Transport for Wales manage this contract on
their behalf.
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Network Rail is an arms-length body of the
Department for Transport.

Network Rail own, maintain and enhance
the rail infrastructure in Wales, with the
exception of the Core Valley Lines, which
is owned, maintained and enhanced

by Transport for Wales. Transport for
Wales operate the services that run on
the Network Rail infrastructure. As such,
Transport for Wales has a close working
relationship with Network Rail.
