Question 1

Transport for Wales has no plans at this time for a Circle Line although this is a recognised aspiration in Cardiff’s Transport White Paper: Transport Vision to 2030. 

Question 2

There is no Cardiff Circle Line project within the TfW remit at this time. 

Question 3

It is not confirmed

Question 4

The work is not currently in the Wales Rail Board Programme of Priorities for the next 15 years and much of this programme is yet to be funded. The rail priorities for Wales are not set in stone there are many more competing rail projects  across Wales not currently in the programme, many of which  are further progressed in terms of feasibility and business case development. The planning and operational regulatory environment for a scheme of this nature, as well as the capital investment requirements, mean that this aspiration would be a long term potentially phased scheme to deliver if and when it receives formal programme recognition.
