Freedom of Information Request 16/24

You asked us…

A survey was conducted in 2024 regarding Treforest Industrial Estate railway station. It was shared with a number of organisation's, including the Department for Work and Pensions. The survey was conducted to gauge current use of the station and appetite for rail use should a more convenient spur station be available on the estate.

This freedom of information request is to obtain the results of the survey and also what decisions have either been made or are being considered based on the results.

RESPONSE

Please see the survey results attached.

The survey has informed our understanding of the current travel patterns and challenges. We are working with stakeholders and partners to explore opportunities for improving sustainable access to the business park.

In relation to the redactions in the document, these are freetext boxes and postal codes of participants. The following exemption applies –

Section 40(2) – Personal Information

Under this exemption, personal data should not be disclosed if this would contravene the data protection principles.

Personal data is defined by the General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR) as follows - 

 “‘personal data’ means any information relating to an identified or identifiable natural person (‘data subject’); an identifiable natural person is one who can be identified, directly or indirectly, in particular by reference to an identifier such as a name, an identification number, location data, an online identifier or to one or more factors specific to the physical, physiological, genetic, mental, economic, cultural or social identity of that natural person”.

ICO guidance states the following –

When a public authority receives a request for information that constitutes personal data about its employees, it must decide whether disclosure would breach Principle 1 of the Data Protection Act (the DPA), ie whether it would be fair and lawful to disclose the information. Whether the disclosure is fair will depend on a number of factors including:
  whether it is sensitive personal data;
  the consequences of disclosure;
  the reasonable expectations of the employees; and 
 whether there is a legitimate interest in the public or requester having access to the information and the balance between this and the rights and freedoms of the data subjects.

In this case, we have identified that the postcodes and freetext supplied by the individuals contained in this document is personal data AND the release of this information WOULD contravene the first principle of the DPA.

It is important to remember that disclosure of personal information under the FOI is to “the world at large”. 
The key question when it comes to disclosing personal information, is what is the harm that will arise from disclosure.

The individuals in question would not have any expectation that this information would be released into the public domain.

We hope this information is of use to you.
