You asked us…

Please could you provide me with the reliability data of the locomotive pulled trains compared with your modern rolling stock.

RESPONSE

The common reliability measure reported by all Train Operating Companies to Rail Delivery Group is Miles Per 701D (Mp701D). Mp701D is explained as “Incidents that occur as a result of the technical failure of on-train equipment are coded to 701D. Mp701D is a measure of the engineering reliability of trains expressed as the average mileage between 701D codified incidents that are associated with a 3 minute (or more) primary delay on one journey and/or result in any cancellation (or part cancellation)” and “In all cases, a 3 Minute Delay is defined as a train incident which results in a delay of 3 or more primary minutes to that train where the root cause is a technical or maintenance-related defect on the train. Any such incident which results in a cancellation or part cancellation is also included”.

This is presented as Moving Annual Average (MAA) and the table below contains the most recently published figures for our locomotive pulled trains (67/Mk 4) compared with our modern rolling stock :
